We have sent home a flyer of information for parents to read about the Expanded
Learning Opportunities Academy (after school program) in both English and
Spanish. We also sent home a letter to the current students in the “pay as you go”
after school program letting those parents know that from October 17" onward, the
two programs would be combined and it would be a free program.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Facility Inspection Tool (FIT) has been developed by the Office of Public School Construction to
determine if a school facility is in “good repair” as defined by Education Code (EC) Section 17002(d)
(1) and to rate the facility pursuant to EC Section 17002(d)(2). The tool is designed to identify areas
of a school site that are in need of repair based upon a visual inspection of the site. In addition, the
EC specifies the tool should not be used to require capital enhancements beyond the standards to
which the facility was designed and constructed.

Good repair is defined to mean that the facility is maintained in a manner that ensures that it is
clean, safe, and functional. As part of the school accountability report card, school districts and
county offices of education are required to make specified assessments of school conditions
including the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities and needed maintenance to
ensure good repair. In addition, beginning with the 2005/2006 fiscal year, school districts and county
offices of education must certify that a facility inspection system has been established to ensure that
each of its facilities is maintained in good repair in order to participate in the School Facility Program
and the Deferred Maintenance Program. This tool is intended to assist school districts and county
offices of education in that determination.

County superintendents are required to annually visit the schools in the county of his or her office as
determined by EC Section 1240. Further, EC Section 1240(c)(2)(1), states the priority objective of
the visits made shall be to determine the status of the condition of a facility that poses an
emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff as defined in district policy, or as
defined by EC Section 17592.72(c) and the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability
report card with the respect to the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including
good repair as required by EC Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089. This tool is also
intended to assist county offices of education in performing these functions.

The EC also allows individual entities to adopt a local evaluation instrument to be used in lieu of the
FIT provided the local instrument meets the criteria specified in EC Section 17002(d) and as
implemented in the FIT. Any evaluation instrument adopted by the local educational agency for
purpose of determining whether a school facility is maintained in good repair may include any
number of additional items but must minimally include the criteria and rating scheme contained in
the FIT.

USER INSTRUCTIONS
The FIT is comprised of three parts as follows:

Part I, Good Repair Standard outlines the school facility systems and components, as specified in
EC Section 17002(d)(1), that should be considered in the inspection of a school facility to ensure it is
maintained in a manner that assures it is clean, safe and functional. Each of the 15 sections in the
Good Repair Standard provides a description of a minimum standard of good repair for various school
facility categories. Each section also provides examples of clean, safe and functional conditions. The
list of examples is not exhaustive. If an evaluator notes a condition that is not mentioned in the
examples but constitutes a deficiency, the evaluator can note such deficiency in the applicable
category as “other.”

Some of the conditions cited in the Good Repair Standard represent items that are critical to the health
and safety of pupils and staff. Any deficiencies in these items require immediate attention and, if left
unmitigated, could cause severe and immediate injury, illness or death of the occupants. They
constitute extreme deficiencies and indicate that the particular building system evaluated failed to
meet the standard of good repair at that school site. These critical conditions are identified with
underlined text followed by an (X) on the Good Repair Standard. If the underlined statement is not
true, then there is an extreme deficiency (to be marked as an “X” on the Evaluation Detail) resulting in
a “poor” rating for the applicable category. It is important to note that the list of extreme deficiencies
noted in the Good Repair Standard is not exhaustive. Any other deficiency not included in the criteria
but meeting the definition above can be noted by the evaluator and generate a poor rating.

Part Il, Evaluation Detail is a site inspection template to be used to evaluate the areas of a school on
a category by category basis. The design of the inspection template allows for the determination of the
scope of conditions across campus. In evaluating each area or space, the user should review each of
the 15 categories identified in the Good Repair Standard and make a determination of whether a
particular area is in good repair. Once the determination is made, it should be recorded on the
Evaluation Detail, as follows:

oK No Deficiency - Good Repair: Mark "OK" if all statements in the Good Repair Standard
are true, and there is no indication of a deficiency in the specific category.

D Deficiency: Mark “D” if one or more statement(s) in the Good Repair Standard for the
specific category is not true, or if there is other clear evidence of the need for repair.

Extreme Deficiency: Indicate “X” if the area has a deficiency that is considered an
X “Extreme Deficiency” in the Good Repair Standard or there is a condition that qualifies as
an extreme deficiency but is not noted in the Good Repair Standard.

NA Not Applicable: If the Good Repair Standard category (building system or component)
does not exist in the area evaluated, mark “NA”.

Below are suggested methods for evaluating various systems and areas:

* Gas and Sewer are major building systems that may span the entire school campus but may not
be evident as applicable building systems in each classroom or common areas. However, because
a deficiency in either of these systems could become evident and present a health and safety threat
anywhere on campus, the user should not mark “NA” and should instead include an evaluation of
these systems in each building space.

* Roofs can be easily evaluated for stand alone areas, such as portable classrooms. For permanent
buildings containing several areas to be evaluated, roofs should be considered as parts of individual
areas in order to accurately account for a scope of any roofing deficiency. For example, a 10
classroom building contains damaged gutters on one side of the building, spanning across five
classrooms. Therefore, an evaluator should mark five classrooms as deficient in the roof category
and the other five classrooms as in good repair, assuming there are no other visible deficiencies
related to roofing.

* Overall Cleanliness is intended to be used to evaluate the cleanliness of each space. For example,
a user should note a deficiency due to dirty surfaces in Overall Cleanliness, rather than Interior
Surfaces. At the same time, the user should note such deficiency only in Overall Cleanliness in
order to avoid accounting for such deficiency twice, i.e. in two sections.

* The tool is designed to evaluate stand-alone restrooms as separate areas. However, restrooms
contained within other spaces, such as a kindergarten classroom or a library, can be evaluated as
part of that area under Restrooms. If the area evaluated does not contain a restroom, Restrooms
should be marked “NA.”

* Drinking fountains can exist within individual classrooms or areas, right outside of classrooms or
restrooms or other areas, or as stand alone fixtures on playgrounds and sports fields. If a drinking
fountain or a set of fountains is located inside a building or immediately outside the area being
evaluated, it should be included in the evaluation of that area under Drinking Fountains. If a fountain
is located on the school grounds, it should be evaluated as part of that outside space. If there is no
drinking fountain in the area evaluated, Drinking Fountains should be marked “NA.”

* Playgrounds/School Grounds, should be evaluated as separate areas by dividing a campus into
sections with defined borders. In this case, several sections of the good repair criteria would not
apply to the evaluation, as they do not exist outside of physical building areas, such as Structural
Damage and Fire Safety, for example.

Part lll includes the Category Totals and Ranking, the Overall Rating, and a section for Comments
and Rating Explanation.

Once the inspector completes the site inspection, he or she must total the number of areas evaluated.
The inspector must also count all of the spaces deemed in good repair, deficient, extremely deficient,
or not applicable under each of the 15 sections. Next, the evaluator must determine the condition of
each section by taking the ratio of the number of areas deemed in good repair to the number of areas
being evaluated (after subtracting non-applicable spaces from the total number of areas evaluated). If
any of the 15 sections received a rating of extreme deficiency, the ratio (i.e., the percentage of good
repair) for that section and the category the section is in should default to zero. The total percent per
category (A through H) is determined by the total of all percentages of systems in good repair divided
by the number of sections in that category. For example, to determine the total percent for the
Structural category, add the percentages for the Structural Damage and Roof sections and divide the
result by two.

Next, the overall school site score is determined by computing the average percentage rating of the
eight categories (i.e., the total of all percentages divided by eight). Finally, the rater should determine
the overall School Rating by applying the Percentage Range in the table provided in Part Ill to the
average percentage calculated and taking into consideration the Rating Description provided in the
same table.

*Although the FIT is designed to evaluate each school site within a reasonable range of facility
conditions, it is possible that an evaluator may identify critical facility conditions that result in an Overall
School Rating that does not reflect the urgency and severity of those deficiencies and/or does not
match the rating’s Description in Part lll.

We would like to provide you with advance notice of a preliminary environmental assessment (PEA) that
will be conducted for the Sequoia Union Elementary School Expansion Project located at 23958 Avenue
324 in Lemon Cove, California.

The environmental assessment program will be performed by a licensed contractor under the oversight of
the California Environmental Protection Agency, Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC).
Although an environmental assessment will be conducted, this does not mean hazardous substances are
located on this property. State laws require that all proposed new and expanding school sites undergo a
complete environmental review, and if necessary, a cleanup to protect students, faculty and staff who will
occupy the school.

Field work is scheduled to occur on October 10, 2022 and is expected to be completed within 1-day. All
field work will be conducted during normal business hours, and street closures will not be required during
the investigation.

The District will submit the results of the Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) as a draft to DTSC
for review and approval of a final draft. The PEA will include an assessment of whether hazardous materials
are present and, if so, whether the materials are present at concentrations that would require some type of
cleanup before implementing the school construction project. The District will hold a 30-day public review
and comment period on the draft PEA. Additionally, the District will hold a public hearing to discuss the
investigation results and receive comments from the public. All comments received in this process shall be
forwarded to DTSC for consideration.

The draft PEA will be made available for review at two District repositories. Notice of the start of the 30-
day review period, date of public hearing, and location of repositories will be published in a local paper of
general circulation. When the public participation process is complete, DTSC will issue a final determination
with regard to the PEA.

CONTRACTOR SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Contractor Services Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into effective October 17, 2022
(the “Effective Date”) by and between Sequoia Union Elementary School District (“District”) and
Success Learning Center (“Contractor”).

1. Contractor Services. Contractor agrees to provide the following services (“Services”) to the
District:
o Weekly classes as follows:
I. Ukulele lessons 2 days a week

2. Contractor Qualifications. Contractor represents that it or its principals or employees assighed
to provide services under this Agreement have or shall have in effect all licenses, credentials,
permits and has otherwise all legal qualifications to perform this Agreement.

3. Term. This Agreement shall begin on October 17, 2022, and shall terminate upon completion of
the Services, but no later than June 2, 2023. There shall be no extension of the term of this
Agreement without express written consent by the District and Contractor.

4. Termination. The District may terminate this Agreement by giving thirty (30) days’ written
notice to the Contractor. Such written notice shall be sufficient to stop further performance of
services by Contractor. In the event of termination prior to the end of the term of this
Agreement, Contractor shall invoice the District for any work performed up to the date of
termination, and shall promptly return any District property or records, and any copies thereof,
in its possession to the District.

5. Payment. District agrees to pay Contractor as follows:

e $1,200.00 per/week (2 days per week)
e Not to exceed 28 Weeks (see calendar)

Total payment by District to Contractor shall not exceed $_33,600.00 . District agrees to pay
Contractor within thirty (30) days of receipt of a detailed invoice.

6. Indemnity. The Contractor shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the District and its
agents, employees, Board of Trustees, and members of the Board of Trustees, from and against
claims, damages, losses, and expenses (including, but not limited to attorney’s fees and costs
including fees of consultants) arising out of or resulting from performance of this Agreement
including, but not limited to, the Contractor’s use of the Site(s); the Contractor’s completion of
its duties under this Agreement; injury to or death of persons or damage to property or delay or

damage to the District, its agents, employees, Board of Trustees, members of the Board of
Trustees, for any act, omission, negligence, or willful misconduct of the Contractor or its
respective agents, subcontractors, employees, material or equipment suppliers, invitees, or
licensees. Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge, or reduce other rights or
obligations of indemnity, which would otherwise exist as to a party, person, or entity described
in this paragraph.

Comprehensive General Liability and Automobile Insurance. Without limiting Contractor’s
indemnification as set forth in Section 6 hereof, Contractor shall, before beginning any of the
Services called for under this Agreement, secure and maintain in full force and effect during the
term of this Agreement a comprehensive general liability and automobile policy utilizing an
occurrence policy form, with combined single limits of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) per
occurrence and Four Million Dollars ($4,000,000) aggregate limit.

Independent Contractor Status. While engaged in carrying out the terms and conditions of this
Agreement, the Contractor is an independent Contractor, and not an officer, employee, agent,
partner, or joint venture of the District.

Workers’ Compensation Insurance. Contractor agrees to provide all necessary workers’
compensation insurance for Contractor’s principals and employees, if any, at Contractor’s own
cost and expense.

Fingerprinting. Contractor shall at all times comply with the fingerprinting and criminal
background investigation requirements of the California Education Code (“Education Code”)
section 45125.1. Accordingly, by checking the applicable boxes below, Contractor and District
agree to the following:

A. [ Contractor and principals, employees, and subcontractors assigned to provide services

under this Agreement will always be in the presence of a District employee or have no
contact with District students.

B. L[] The following Contractor principals, employees, and subcontractors assigned to provide

services under this Agreement will have more than limited and/or potentially unsupervised
contact with District students during the Term of this Agreement:

If Box B. above is checked, Contractor certifies that it has complied with the requirements of
Education Code section 45125.1, and that none of the individuals listed under Box B. have
been convicted of a felony as defined in Education Code section 45122.1, based upon the
information Contractor has received from the Department of Justice. Contractor agrees to
provide proof of fingerprint clearance upon request by District.

Contractor further agrees and acknowledges that if at any time during the Term of this
Agreement Contractor learns or becomes aware of additional information, including additional
personnel, which differs in any way from the representations set forth above, Contractor shall
immediately notify District and prohibit any new personnel from having any contact with District
students until the fingerprinting background check requirements have been satisfied and District
determines whether any such contact is permissible.

Taxes. Contractor agrees that Contractor has no entitlement to any future work from the
District or to any employment or fringe benefits from the District. Payments to the Contractor
pursuant to this Agreement will be reported to Federal and State taxing authorities as required.
District will not withhold any money from compensation payable to Contractor. In particular,
District will not withhold FICA (social security); state or federal unemployment insurance
contributions, state or federal income tax or disability insurance. Contractor agrees to defend,
indemnify and hold District harmless from all State and Federal tax consequences and any
related consequences stemming from or related to this Agreement. Contractor is independently
responsible for the payment of all applicable taxes.

Assignment. The Contractor shall not assign or transfer by operation of law or otherwise any or
all of its rights, burdens, duties or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the District.

Binding Effect. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and shall be binding upon the
Contractor and the District and their respective successors and assigns.

Severability. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held invalid or unenforceable by a court
of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other
provision of this Agreement.

Amendments. The terms of the Agreement shall not be waived, altered, modified,
supplemented or amended in any manner whatsoever except by written agreement signed by
both parties.

Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of California and venue shall be in the appropriate court of Tulare County,
California, subject to a motion for transfer of venue.

Notices. All notices between District and Contractor shall be in writing and transmitted by any
of the following methods: (1) facsimile with proof of transmission; (2) overnight mail with proof
of delivery; (3) email provided receipt is acknowledged; (4) personal delivery; (5) certified mail,
return receipt requested; or (6) by regular mail placed in the United States Mail, postage
prepaid, and addressed as follows:

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6. OTHER ACTION ITEMS: 6.5 Approve the A.B. 361 “State of Emergency” Teleconferencing
Provision for the Brown Act



AB 361 Creates Exemptions to Brown Act Virtual Meeting

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Requirements During a State of Emergency

On September 15, 2021, the Governor signed Assembly Bill (AB) 361, amending the
Ralph M. Brown Act to allow local agencies to continue conducting public meetings
remotely during a state of emergency, so long as certain requirements are met. As
explained in more detail below, public agencies who wish to conduct meetings
remotely on or after October 1, 2021, must make specific findings, every thirty days,
and ensure conditions related to public participation are satisfied.

Background

Generally, if a local agency elects to use teleconferencing for a public meeting, the
Brown Act requires: (1) a quorum of the legislative body to participate from within the
boundaries of the agency’s jurisdiction, (2) the public agency to post notice of each
teleconference location, and (3) the public be allowed to address the legislative body
from each teleconference location.

Beginning in March 2020, Governor Newsom issued Executive Orders (Prior Orders)
relaxing these Brown Act provisions, allowing public agencies greater flexibility in
holding remote meetings during the COVID-19 pandemic. The Prior Orders, suspending
the Brown Act teleconferencing requirements and confirming the use of internet-based
service options for holding public meetings, were set to expire on September 30, 2021.
In light of this looming deadline, AB 361 was passed and amends the Brown Act to
allow public agencies to continue conducting remote meetings during a state of
emergency without the need to comply with all of the teleconferencing requirements.
While AB 361 was an urgency measure, effective upon the Governor’s signature, the
Governor also signed a new Executive Order, clarifying that most of the requirements
of AB 361 become effective October 1, 2021.

Although the Governor waived the applicability of AB 361 until October 1, 2021, local
agencies retain the option of meeting before October 1 to make the required findings
under AB 361 in order to hold future meetings remotely. If a local agency does not do
so, it will have to have a separate meeting in October to make the necessary findings
before any regular or special meetings otherwise scheduled for October can be held
remotely.

Applicability of AB 361



Under the urgency legislation, a local agency may utilize the more “relaxed” Brown Act teleconferencing
requirements in any of the following circumstances:

1. There is a proclaimed state of emergency, and state or local officials have imposed or recommended
measures to promote social distancing; or

2. Thereis a proclaimed state of emergency, and the local agency’s meeting is for the purpose of
determining, by majority vote, whether as a result of the emergency, meeting in person would
present imminent risks to the health or safety of attendees; or

3. Thereis a proclaimed state of emergency, and the local agency has determined, by majority vote,
that as a result of the emergency meeting in person would present an imminent risk to the health or
safety of attendees.

AB 361 defines a “state of emergency” as a state of emergency proclaimed pursuant to Section 8625 of the
California Emergency Services Act. Importantly, this includes the current state of emergency proclaimed by
the Governor due to the COVID-19 Pandemic.

To continue to rely on the relaxed teleconferencing provisions, the local agency must reconsider the
circumstances of the state of emergency and make the following findings by majority vote, every 30 days:

e The state of emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the members to meet safely in
person; or

e State or local officials continue to impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing.

Virtual Meeting Requirements Under AB 361

For all remote meetings held under AB 361, local agencies are required to meet the following public
participation and notice requirements (note that some of these requirements differ from what had been in
place under the Prior Orders):

e Meeting agendas and notices must describe how members of the public may access the meeting and
offer public comment, and identify and include an opportunity for all persons to attend via a call-in
option or an internet-based service option;

e The public must have the opportunity to address the legislative body and comment in real time. The
local agencies may still allow for the public to submit comments in advance of the meeting, but the
local agency must also provide an option for the public to comment in real time;

e |[f atimed public comment period is provided on an agenda, whether on a specific agenda item or in
general, registration and the public comment period cannot close until the time has elapsed. If public
comment is taken separately on each agenda item, the legislative body must allow a reasonable
amount of time per item to allow members of the public the opportunity to provide public comment,
register, or otherwise be recognized for the purpose of providing public comment;



e Local agencies are permitted to use platforms which, incidental to their use and deployment, may
require users to register for an account with that platform so long as the platform is not under the
control of the local agency;

e |[fthereis a disruption in the broadcast of a public meeting using the call-in option or the internet-
based option, or there is a disruption within the agency’s control which prevents members of the
public from offering comments, the agency must not take any action on items appearing on the
agenda until full access is restored.

Meeting agendas are not required to be posted at all teleconference locations, and local agencies are not
required to make each teleconference location accessible to the public, provided that members of the public
are afforded the opportunity to provide public comment remotely.

Takeaways

AB 361 creates statutory exemptions to the Brown Act that extend flexibility for remote public meetings
during proclaimed emergencies, through January 1, 2024. For state and local agencies that are subject to the
Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act and the Gloria Romero Open Meetings Act, AB 361 establishes similarly
relaxed guidance for virtual public meetings, until January 31, 2022. State and local agencies must give the
public notice and an opportunity to comment and participate at meetings in real time, even using remote
means, and they must comply with certain prerequisites in order to rely on the remote meeting provisions,
including reconsideration of the circumstances and need for remote meetings every 30 days. While this new
law relaxes certain remote meeting requirements relating to member participation, agendas, and public
accessibility at remote locations, the underlying aim of the Brown Act—to ensure meetings of local agencies
be open and public—remains.
